
The Grace of Giving

The missionary William Boardman is bur-
ied in Cairo, Egypt.  You will find his grave 
through an alley leading to an overgrown 

and abandoned graveyard. There you will find his marker.  
You will have to clean off the headstone to read these 
words: ñWilliam Boardman, 1887 to 1913, also known as 
Boardman of Yale.ò  He was a graduate of Yale University 
and an heir to a vast wealth. In fact, Boardman was a mil-
lionaire at the age of 21. He rejected a life of ease in favor 
of his goal to bring the gospel to Muslims in China and 
before he left the United States he gave away nearly all of 
his wealth.  On his way to China he studied Arabic in 
Egypt and after only four months of study contracted spinal 
meningitis.  Boardman died at the age of 25, never having 
realized his dream of going to China. In one of the last en-
tries in his journal before his death he wrote, ñNo retreat, 
no reserve, no regret.ò  His life and death encouraged thou-
sands of people to go to the mission field for years. The 
inscription on Boardmanôs headstone ends with this de-
scription about his life: ñApart from faith in Christ there is 
no explanation for such a life.ò 
 
Not very far from William Boardmanôs grave is the Egyp-
tian National Museum where the King Tut exhibit is dis-
played.  Tutankhamen was a boy king.  He was only 17 
years old when he died.  He was buried with solid gold 
chariots, thousands of golden artifacts, gold tombs within 
gold tombs, tons and tons of gold. 
 
I am struck by the two graves.  Boardmanôs is obscure, on a 
back alley street in an abandoned graveyard. Tutôs grave was 
filled with unimaginable riches.  Where are these two men 
now?  One who called himself king had incredible wealth 
and as far as we know is spending a Christless eternity. The 
other, who lived a generous and modest life in service to 
the one true King, by the grace of God is enjoying the pres-
ence of His Savior forever. 
 
The saying, ñYou canôt take it with youò comes to mind.  
The Pharaohs thought you could take it with you and so 
they were buried with their possessions, including their 

slaves to serve them in the afterlife.  They were obviously 
wrong.  When Howard Carter discovered King Tutôs tomb 
in 1922, all the riches he was buried with were still there... 
but Tut was gone!  
 
Nearly all of us share something in common with these 
men. We are all among the top 10% of the wealthiest peo-
ple who have ever lived. Some of us are even in the top 5% 
of the richest people who have ever lived. The poorest of 
the poor in our country are in the top 15% of the richest 
people who have ever lived. These two young men epito-
mized two options that are available to all of us. One 
hoarded wealth for the glory of self and the other yielded 
wealth and used it joyfully for the glory of Christ.  What 
will be said about our time on Earth?  What will be the 
heritage we leave the next generation?  What will be said of 
our church? I hope it is, ñApart from Christ there is no ex-
planation for such a life.ò 

 
It does not take much to leave an inheritance for your chil-
dren. All you have to do is accumulate stuff and die.  Most 
of us can do that much. But it does take a great deal of ef-
fort to leave behind a heritage of one who yielded wealth 
for the glory of God and the advancement of His Kingdom.   
 
According to the Internal Revenue Service, Americans give 
about 2.5% of their income to charities.  During the Great 
Depression the average was 3.2%. The IRS also reports that 
those who make $20,000 give the largest percentage of their 
income to charities and those who are the wealthiest in our 
country give the least percentage of their income away.

EP has many ways for updated and current event information to be communi-
cated to the congregation and to visitors to EP. As we have recently experienced 
with the snow falls, getting current event and worship service information has 
been important. Our website is one of our tools to introduce immediate event 
time changes or cancellations, right on our home page. There are also different areas 
such as the About Us, Worship, Ministries, Counseling and Care, Outreach, Re-
sources, and Links. Do you need a Womenôs Ministry brochure? Check under Min-
istries. Did you miss last weekôs service? Audio recordings are located under Re-
sources, along with video from the morning services, the current Family Worship, 
Prayer request, and bulletins. 
 
We also have online forms, under the Counseling and Care 
button, for anyone that needs to report a prayer request, 
help with a need, or to inform us of a hospitalization. Each 
form is set to go to the appropriate ministry area to assist 
you. 
 
On our home page, you will find a link to another very ef-
fective tool that we use. And that is the EP Annapolis News 
and it is sent out via email for those who subscribe and con-
firm their email through this service. If we have any inclem-
ent weather, we will email out any service or event changes 
directly to you, as the information comes to us. 
 
We also have the weekly ñThis Weekò in our bulletins and 
our quarterly EPistle for any scheduled events, ministry up-
dates, or current meetings that the congregation needs to 
know about. Our quarterly EPistle is a great overview of 
articles about where EP has been and where we are going. If 
you would like to inform the congregation of your ministry, 
what is going on and what your future plans are, please let 
me know. 
 
For these communication tools to be effective, the Church 
Office needs to know from the staff, ministry leaders, and 
event coordinators about your updates, changes, or current 
event information in order to let others know. The fastest 
way for the Website, EP Annapolis News emails, or the 
EPistle to be updated is to email me, 
mdrouin@epannapolis.org, or call me at ext.

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How is the Church doing?  Church administrators are 
talking and they tell us that 40% of all Evangelical Chris-
tians in their churches give nothing to Godôs Work.  
What concerns me most is not that there is not enough 
money for Kingdom work, but what does our giving say 
about the extent to which we are acknowledging the grace 
of God in our lives. If we were really grateful for the grace 
of God in our lives, wouldnôt it manifest in our giving? 
 
This is Paulôs heart toward the church in Corinth when 
he asks them to give to Kingdom work.  He is not so 
much concerned about the tithe (10% of all your income 
set aside for Kingdom work), but where is their heart with 
regard to what God has done for them.  Paul writes in 2 
Corinthians 8:7:  But as you excel in everything- in faith, in 
speech, in knowledge, in all earnestness, and in our love for you- 
see that you excel in this act of grace also.   Paul could have 
commanded them to give,   I say this not as a command 
(verse 8).  But Paul appealed to the gospel and their re-
sponse to it for the motivation to give: For you know the 
grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet for 
your sake he became poor, so that you by his poverty might be-
come rich (verse 9).                   
 
Every generation will leave a heritage to the next.  What 
will our heritage be?  Will they be able to look at the way 
we lived and say, ñApart from Christ there is no explana-
tion for such a life?ò  May we, like the Corinthian church, 
grow in the grace of giving.

The assurance of forgiveness follows, ñit is perfectly right and proper for worshipers to be assured of the special forgiving grace of 
God which is based of the full atonement of Christ and confirmed by the promise of the Word of Godò, Dr. Raymond Rayburn, Cove-
nant Seminary. (see 1 John 1:9)  
 
Pastor Bruce and I choose songs that express what Christ has done for us and what he will continue to do for those who 
have received him as our Lord and Savior (i.e.; In Christ Alone, Completely Done, Jesus Messiah, The Power of the 
Cross). 
 
In Jewish tradition there was a ñcantorò who took a special 
role of singing or song leading at a service. In the church of 
today, the Director of Worship fills that role to lead the con-
gregation in singing. His voice should be heard over the con-
gregation to lead the singing. The liturgical part of the 
service consists of responses and readings which are divided 
between the pastors, elders and me.

Body and Soul started in 1981 when Jeannie Blocher invited women into her basement 
in Germantown, Md. to exercise to contemporary Christian music. Twenty nine years 
later, it is an international fitness program with approximately 300 certified instructors 
throughout the US and almost 80 classes in foreign countries.

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Dear EP Annapolis Family, 
 
Our church now has over nine hundred members/regular 
attendees, and those numbers swell when we include chil-
dren, elderly parents and other dependents of her mem-
bers. Each Sunday, there are approximately 1000 people in 
the building.   
 
In so large a body, we experience many occasions which 
call for emergency meals. Care Net ministers to the body 
on those occasions which often alter the flow of day to day 
living, i.e. the arrival of a baby, accidents causing physical 
injury, illness, etc. 
 
In order to provide meals in emergency and/or 
special circumstances, Care Net has arranged 
to store frozen foods and some staples. It is 
our hope that we may greatly increase the 
number of frozen meals immediately (or 
shortly) available to members of the 
church family. 
 
So that we may function well and prop-
erly, we are requesting your assistance in 
preparing meals which can be frozen and 
stored.  We are hoping to establish a roster of 
cooks who will at intervals prepare casseroles, 
soups and stews, or one-pot meals.   We believe that 
the more food preparers we add to the roster, the less fre-
quent will be the calls upon individual preparers. 
 
If by chance, you have family members who have special 
dietary needs, we would be truly grateful if you would oc-
casionally double a recipe in order to supply a meal for the 
Care Net freezer/pantry.  Gluten-free, sugar free and low 
salt meals would be very welcome, indeed. We also have 
need of materials, i.e. foil pans, plastic containers, plastic 
bags, etc. for storing these meals. 

 
We have discovered that the inner 
waxed paper lining of cereal boxes are 
excellent for long term storage.  So, if 
you are willing to save a few of these 
liners, we would like to collect them, 
too.  We will soon have available lists 
of foods which are safe for special 
needs recipients and lists of storage 

materials which are most suited for use in the freezer. 
 

Also, for your convenience, you may pick up labels for the 
meals you prepare for this ministry. The labels identify the 
storage date, the contents, along with 
instructions for preparing the frozen 
meal, and other essential information. 
 
If you are available and willing to assist 
with this facet of the ministry or to 
provide even one meal which can be 
contributed to the freezer/pantry, 
please fill in the forms located on the table in the Fellow-
ship Hall on Sundays, your Bible study class, Sunday 
School class, Pastor Borgerôs or the Church Office. Hand 
the completed form to your teacher or leave it in the Care 
Net folder in the Church Office.  
 
If you choose, you may make a monetary donation to the 
freezer/pantry ministry. (And donôt forget to com-

plete one of the celery green Care Net flyers in 
the back of the pews if you havenôt yet.) 

 
Please understand that this facet of the 
ministry is in addition to the hot meals 
which you provide for families in special 
circumstances or emergencies. The freezer 
meals will be available at short notice for 
delivery to the family or for pick-up at the 
church. 

 
For your help and participation, we thank 

you in advance.  We ask as well for your prayers 
for Godôs provision through His children and this 

ministry at EP Annapolis.

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GRIEFSHARE - A CUT FINGER

A cut finger ï  
 is numb before it bleeds, 
 it bleeds before it hurts, 
 it hurts until it begins to heal, 
 it forms a scab and itches until  
  finally, the scab is gone and 
  a small scar is left where 
  once there was a wound. 
 

Grief is the deepest wound you have ever had. 
 Like a cut finger, it goes through stages 
 and leaves a scar. 
 

éfrom Don't Take My Grief Away by Doug Manning, (San Fran-
cisco: Harper & Row, Publishers, 1984) 
 
All of us at one time or another has had a cut. Some have had 
accidents or surgery causing much deeper wounds into our 
bodies. Just as the Lord is the great Healer of our physical 
bodies, He is also the great Healer of our emotional bodies as 
well.   
 
He performs wonders that cannot be fathomed, miracles that 
cannot be counted. He bestows rain on the earth; he sends 
water upon the countryside. The lowly he sets on high, and 
those who mourn are lifted to safety.   Job 5:9-11 
 
How wonderful that one of the miracles the Lord performs is 
to "lift those who mourn to safety". The Message paraphrases 
this as "gives firm footing to those sinking in grief ."  Grief 
sometimes makes us feel that we are sinking in quicksand. 
Indeed, our firm footing exists only in the Lord. 
 
As the deep wound of grief is healing, it is very helpful to be 
reminded that our hope and safety is found in the Lord.  That 
is the ministry of GriefShare. It is a safe place to come and 
share our grief and mourning. A place where we are reminded 
continually that the Lord will heal the deep wound as we turn to Him. Will there always be a scar....yes, but the wound 
does heal. 
 
Know someone who is grieving? Direct them to www.griefshare.org where they can sign up for daily encouraging e-mails, 
find a group close to them, or find specific books on grieving in the GriefShare bookstore. GriefShare meets here at EP

Commentary Section: With the addition of a good number 
of new commentaries, we have further augmented a helpful 
section of the Library for those of you studying the Bible 
(should be all of us) and those leading Bible studies. This 
section is full of commentaries by trusted authors. No au-
thor or commentator is as authoritative as the scriptures 
themselves, but these are highly recommended to you as 
sound sources of biblical knowledge. Commentaries are 
shelved in the same order as the books of the Bible. 
 
Childrenôs CDôs and DVDôs: We now have the complete 
set of Odyssey CDôs, all 50 volumes. These have been highly 
popular and are a great source of edifying entertainment for 
your elementary school age kids. We recently added a set of 
Bible story DVDôs purchased by our Childrenôs Ministry 
which they would recommend to you. We also have most of 
the Veggie Tale DVDôs and all of the Odyssey DVDôs. I 
would also recommend a series of musical stories called 
Patch the Pirate Series. The Junior Choir has sung a good 
number of songs from these CD sets. 
 
Childrenôs Books: We also have a growing section of chap-
ter books for kids along with a smaller collection of picture 
books for younger kids. Several book series are included in 
this collection: The Chronicles of Narnia, Mandy books, 
Grandmaôs Attic books, Seven Sleepers by G. Morris, The 
Binding of the Blade, Sisters in Time, and The Cooper Kids 
Adventure Series. 
 
Library Hours: You may have access to the Library almost 
any time during the week, but librarians are available to as-
sist you on Sunday morning before and after all services. 
 
Library Location: The Library is located in the library/
Boardroom in the corner of the hall behind the Sanctuary 
between the Worship Office and the Church Offices.

Trophy Rock Charter:  Arrangements are being made for 
an all day charter Trophy Rock trip in late April or early 
May.

pending on where the fish are). Come even if you have not 
fished before, weôll provide equipment and teach you how!  

 
Habitat for Humanity: We will be joining 
with Broadneck EP to build a house in An-
napolis beginning this spring ï hopefully in 
April/May. You can participate in many 
ways ï from actually building, to providing 
food for the workers, to running errands. 
Our desire is to spread the Gospel to the community on 
Clay Street and to the family who will eventually receive the 
home.
